011 1 5 April 2002 the Applicant was convicted for receIvIng 
stolen property and sentenced to three(3) years imprisonment. 

The Applicant appealed to the High Court against both his 
conviction and sentence. On 25 October 2002 the High Court 
(Shameem J.) dismissed the appeal. He now seeks leave of this Court to 
appeal against the sentence. This Court has jurisdiction to entertain a 
second appeal, only when questions of law are involved (Section 21 (1) 
Court of Appeal Act). 

I do not see that any question of law is involved in the Applicant's 
pmposed appeal against severity of sentence. 

Since the application is bound to fail because there is no right of 
appeal and nb right to seek leave to appeal I dismiss th is appeal under 
Section 35(2) of the Court of Appeal Act.
