And 'the Cabinet requires and authorises the said Contnissioner to have regard in 
the said Inquiry to the duties and responsibilities of the respective offices 
and to investigate and ascertain such other facts as he considers to be relevant 
to the subject-matter of the said Inquiry; 
And further the Cabinet requires the said Oommissioner, upon CXllP1etion of the 
said Inquiry to make it to recamendations as to the salaries and allCMances 
which would be adequate and appropriate to be paid to the persons holding the 
said off ices of President, Minister, Speaker, Deputy Speaker and !>eTber of 
Par liarrent.

been issued to me by the Cabinet to inquire whether the salaries and allowances 
at present payable to personS holding the offices of President, Minister, Speaker, 
Deputy Speaker and Member of Parliament are adequate and appropriate and, if not, 
to nake reccmrendations as to the salaries and allcwances which would be adequate 
and appropriate. 

My person who wishes to nake any representation to me in this matter 
or to place before me any facts which he or she cnnsiders. I should take into 
accnlUlt in carrying out the inquiry or waking recnrrnendations is invited to do 
so. Fepresentations curl staterrents of facts may be made either in writing or 
verbally. If made in writing, they should be in English and should be sent or 
deliVered to the Fegistrar of the Supreme Court on or before Friday, 20th 
Septenber, 1974; he will then deliver them to me. Verbal representations and 
statements of facts may be made in English or Nauruan. MY person who wishes to 
nake a ilerbal representation or statement of facts should notify the Fegistrar 
of the Suprerre Court by not later than Friday, 13th September, 1974. 'lhe Registrar 
will then nake an appointment for that person to care and see me for the purpcse 
and will notify him or her of the time, date and place for dcing so. Statel!ents 
of facts should, unless self-evident, be suppcrted by evidence establishing them.
