1 Citation

This Order shall be cited as the Customs (Extension of Import Licence Due Date) Order No. 1,
2014.

2 Commencement
This Order shall commence on the date it is gazetted.
3 Amendment of Customs (Prohibition of Imports) Proclamation No. 1, 2014.

(1) The effective date for Import Licences is extended from 1° October 2014 to 1%
November 2014.

(2) Order 3 (1) above does not apply to Importers who are currently importing bottled
water.

Substitute

‘for the official vehicles of members of the Diplomatic Corp — a maximum of three
letters identifying the country followed by the letters DC and followed by numerals
beginning with 01’.
