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Cabinet makes the following regulations under section 33 of the Immigration Act 2014

1. Citation
These regulations may be cited as the Immigration (Amendment) Regulations 2016

2. Commencement
These regulations commence on the day on which they are published in the Gazette.

3. Regulation Amended
The Immigration Regulations 2014 are amended by the provisions of these Regulations.

4. Insert new regulation 12 (9)
All applicants from Australia and New Zealand must on submitting their application for a visitor
visa, provide a sponsorship letter written and signed by a Nauruan citizen who is currently residing
in Nauru.

5. Insert new regulation 12 (10)
A person who provides a sponsorship letter in support of a visitor visa applicant under
subregulation (9), is responsible for the activities, including any breach of visa conditions, of the
applicant in Nauru should the application be granted.

6. Insert new regulation 12 (11)
If the visitor visa holder breaches the terms and conditions of his or her visa, he or she is liable
under these Regulations and the sponsor under subregulation (9) is also liable to a fine not

exceeding $5000 or to imprisonment for a term not exceeding 1 year or to both.

7. Repeal and replace form 7 of the Schedule 1
Form 7 of the Schedule 1 is hereby repealed and replaced by the following;
