REMOVAL OP .!YATIVES. 

W HERE AS by section 100 of the Native Labour Ordinmwc 19W 
of the Territory of Papua-New G1tinea, it is amongst othe1· things 

Jlrovided that the Director of the Department of Native Labott1· may 
issue a permit to any person to remove beyond the limits of the 
Territo1·y any Native employed by such pe1·son ttnder P art 9 of the 
said Ordinance fo1· the pttrposes set o1d in the said section: 

And whereas by the sa.1'd sr-ction it is fu?'lhe?" provided tha.i the 
Administrato1· may by notice in the Gazette vary or add to the purposes 
for whichpermits may be issued under the said section: 

Now therefore, I, Jaclc Keith Mu1·ray, the Administrator of the 
Ter1·itory of Papua and New Guinea, by virtue of the powers confe?·red 
by section 100 of the said Ordinance and all other powers me enabling, 
hereby give notice that permits to 1·emove Natives beyond the territorial 
l·imits of the Te1-ritory mGIJJ be given under the said section for the 
purpose of enabling such Natives to p1·oceed as seamen to the New 
Hebrides or Fiji or the Island of Borneo and the purposes set out in 
the said section are hereby added to by including the said purpose.
