1. ESTABLISHMENT OF THE COMMISSION (AMENDMENT OF SECTION 190).
Section 190 _of the C onstltutlon is amended —

(@) by repealing Subsection (2) and feplacing it with the following:—

“(2) The Commlssmn shall con51st of three members who shall be appointed for a term of five
vears by the Head of State, acting with, and in accordance with, the advice of a Public
Services Commission Appomtments Commlttee con51st1ng of:—

(a) the ane Minister, who shall be Chauman and

(b) the Chlef Justlce, and
(c) the Leader of the Opposition; and

(d) the Chairman of the appropriate Permanent Parliamentary Committee, or, if the
Chairman is not a member of the Parliament who 1s recogmzed by the Parliament
as being generalh committed to support the Government in the Parliament. the
Deputy Chairman of that Committee; and

(¢) the Chief Ombudsman.”; and

(b) by inserting Subsection (2) followmg new subsectlon —

(2A) The Head of State. acting wnth and 1n accordance with, the adwce of the Public Services
Commission Appointments Committee, shall appoint one of the members of the Public
Services Commission to be Chairman of the Public Services Commission.”
