Significant component of this revenue is to be
collected from operator lincense fees, spectrum fees and satellite resources.

Budget Comparison: 2020 versus 2019
Decrease of K760k operaticnal revenues in 2020, attributed to marginal decrease in bank interest from 1BDs due to
withdrawals made in 2019 to finance the Head Office Building and decrease in field inspection fees.

Operational Expenditure budgeted for 2020 is K46.7 million. This amount is allocated to six functional departments
and the board directors, a total of seven cost Centre’s. The total operational expenditure for 2020 has decreased by
K 14.0 million the decrease is attributed to decrease in staff severance payouts which has been settled in 2019, and also
the deccreases in other corporate overhead costs budgeted for Economics, Consumer & International Relations,
Engineering & Resource Planning, Corporate Services and Universal Access Secretariat.

Capita) expenditure was increased to K48.6 million from K41.5 miilion from the previous year. The increase of K7.1
million is atiributed to Rural Communication Projects earmarked for 2020.

There is no surplus anticipated in the budget for 2020. Any surpluses that materialize dﬁring the budget
implementation in 2019 will be the result of cost savings or revenue collection exceeding budget.
