(2) Each Resident Commissioner shall preside in turn unless
they agree that one or other shall preside over any meeting.

(3) The Chancelier of the French Residency and the British
Assistant Resident Commissioner shall not have the r:ght to vote in
divisions of the Council.]
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3. The Resident Commissioners may appoint as many
alternate members as there are [nominated] unofficial members;
the alternate member may be called upon to attend a meeting of
the Council should the substantive member for whom he is alternate
be unable to be present; provided that for the purpose of con-
stituting a quorum the Resident Commissioners may appoint as a
temporary member any alternate member or any other persen, in
which case the term of office shall be governed by the terms of the
appointment.

4. [The term of office of unofficial members shall be two years
from the date of appointment or election. Re-appointment or re-
election for a further term or terms shall not be precluded.] The
Resident Commissioners acting jointly may remove or suspend from
the Council any member who shall have been convicted of any
criminal offence and sentenced to a term of imprisonment by a
competent court either within or without the territory.

5. The functions of the Council shall be solely advisory.
Submission of matters to the Council for advice shall be at the
discretion of the Resident Commissioners.

[6. A quoram of the Council shall consist of the two Presidents

and not less than sixteen members, of whom seven are private
elected members.]

7. No member of the Council shall be paid for membership
or attendance. The Resident Commissioners may in their discretion
provide for the payment by the Joint Administration of reasonable
travelling expenses and in the case of members not living on Efate,
a subsistence allowance at the rate normally applicable to a Head of
Department.

PART 2
MEETINGS

8. The Council shall meet not less than once a year at a time
and place decided upon by the Resident Commissioners.

9. The Resident Commissioners shall prepare the Agenda for
each session and shall arrange for its distribution to members before
the meeting.

10. The Resident Commissioners shall appoint an official
Secretary or Secretaries for each meeting and provide for the
recording of minutes of the Council’s proceedings.

11. Each Resident Commissioner may nominate one or more
officers of his national administration to attend any meeting as his
adviser, and a Head of Department may be required by the Council
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to attend any meeting for the period of discussion of any matter for
which he has responsibility.

12. On the request of at least five members of the Council
consideration of any matter shall, subject to the provisions of
Article 13 thereof, be postponed for not less than 48 hours.

13. The Resident Commissioners may in their discretion—

(a) limit discussion on any item of the agenda, including the
annual estimates;

(b) require the Council to consider forthwith any matter,
whether or not consideration thereof has been postponed
under Article 12.

14. One of the official Secretaries shall be responsible for the
keeping of the minutes of each meeting. He shall record the majority
opinion of the Council on each subject ‘considered, together with
any minority opinion which a member expressly desires to be
recorded. The minutes shall be circulated to all members and shall be
submitted to the next meeting of the Council; after approval they
shall be signed by each member then present and copies shall be
sent to the High Commissioners.

15. The Resident Commissioners may {ake such action as
may be necessary to provide for the satisfactory conduct of the
business of the Council and for the maintenance of good order in the
course of its sessions.
