13A. The Resident Commissioners may if they 
consider it .desirable in the interests of public 
order and security by joint decision prohibit any 
person who has been convicted within ,the preceding 
five years of an offence against this Regulation 
from entering or residing in any part or parts of 
the New Hebrides e~ther indifinitely or for such 
period as may be specified in the said decision. " .. 
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10. Item 10 of the Schedule to the principal Regulation 
is hereby amended in the column headed" OFFENCES" by deleting­
the words " subject to which it has been approved" and repla .... 
cing them by the words " restricting the same fI •

( Amendment) Regulation N°. 26 of 1975 and shall come into ope­
ration on the date of its publication in the Condominium 
Gazette.
